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 Rember Yahuarcani (Pebas, 1985) is a visual artist, writer, curator, and activist from the
 Uitoto nation, belonging to the White Heron Clan. His work draws deeply from the narratives
 of Uitoto mythology and critiques the Eurocentric frameworks often imposed by the art world
 and academia. Since 2003, Yahuarcani has exhibited internationally, earning recognition
 through prestigious awards such as the IX BCRP National Painting Contest and the Second
 Intercontinental Biennial of Indigenous Art. His participation in the 60th Venice Biennale
(2024) further cemented his relevance in contemporary art.

 Yahuarcani’s paintings allow us to immerse ourselves in the Uitoto worldview, where
 animals, plants, spirits, and humans are deeply connected. His recent pieces, presented
 here, feature intricate portraits of Amazonian animals and spirits, central figures in Uitoto
 cosmology. Painted with acrylic on canvas, these works stand out against deep black
 backgrounds, giving the impression that the subjects are illuminated in the night, captured
 by an unnoticed observer. The beings depicted appear in perpetual motion, evoking the
persistence of their existence.

 Also included is a series of ink drawings on paper. Despite the simplicity of the lines used,
 these drawings present complex designs that portray the same beings of the Amazon.
 They reflect Yahuarcani’s ability to convey complex narratives through minimal forms,
 demonstrating that, in the indigenous worldview, these creatures are not mere symbols but
living presences: myths made real in everyday life.

 At the core of Yahuarcani’s practice is a powerful commitment to self-representation. His
 work challenges the historical tendency of Western academia and institutions to speak on
 behalf of indigenous peoples, often reducing them to objects of ethnographic study. By
 creating art that expresses his own voice and perspective as an Indigenous contemporary
 artist, Yahuarcani reclaims the narrative of his culture and worldview. His paintings and
 drawings are acts of resistance against imposed identities, asserting that Indigenous
 knowledge systems, cosmologies, and experiences do not need intermediaries to be
 understood or valued. Through his work, Yahuarcani invites viewers to engage directly with
 the Uitoto perspective, fostering a space where Indigenous voices define their own stories
on their own terms.
